Minutes of Board Meeting

Wednesday, September 3rd, 2008

The Regular Meeting of the Elmer Borough Land Use Board was held on Wednesday, September 3rd, 2008, at 7:30 p.m. in the Elmer Borough Hall.  

Secretary Dawn Williams read the Open Public Meetings Act Statement.

Present at the meeting were Blinn Bostwick, Leigh Bostwick, Chairman José Cardona, Fred Davis, Jay DuBois, Denny Hardman, Thomas Masters, Scott McDonald, Vice-Chairman Robert Richards, Councilman Steven Schalick, and Secretary Dawn Williams.  Lorraine Berks and Mayor Joseph Stemberger were absent.  Board Solicitor Kenneth Miller Jr. was also present.  
Robert Richards motioned and Blinn Bostwick seconded to adopt the Board Minutes from August 6th, 2008 as presented.  The motion was unanimously carried.  
Secretary Dawn Williams offered an update on the Brian Fox Site Plan and Variance Application #08-4.  Chairman José Cardona commented on the application.  The applicant’s architect Thomas D’Arrigo spoke on behalf of Brian Fox.  Neighbor David Kelly spoke in support of the application.  Neighbor Tom Scheeler shared his concern with possible increased street parking on State Street.  Chairman José Cardona summarized the Board’s alternatives and options.  Secretary Dawn Williams motioned and Robert Richards seconded to approve the application contingent upon the applicant satisfying the Board’s Engineer completely. Roll Call vote was taken:  all in favor.  The motion was unanimously carried.
Secretary Dawn Williams informally presented a possible application on behalf of Anthony Mazzarelli.  Anthony Mazzarelli is considering purchasing a property located in a Light Industrial District, to be used in a commercial manner.  Anthony Mazzarelli introduced himself to the Board and presented his plans for constructing a “large truck” service station.  Board Members asked many questions about hours of operation, type of services to be provided, type of paints and sand to be utilized in the business, type of possible noises and odors, traffic patterns in and out of property, possible size of building, and possible amount of pavement...  Solicitor Kenneth Miller Jr. advised that multiple variances would be needed for such a use.  No action was taken.  
Secretary Dawn Williams regretfully informed the Board that Alternate #4 Member Lorraine Berks resigned her position on the Board.  No action was taken.

The next Land Use Board meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, October 1st, 2008 at 7:30 p.m. in the Elmer Borough Hall.


At 8:25 p.m. Robert Richards motioned and Denny Hardman seconded to adjourn the meeting. The motion was unanimously carried.
