Minutes of Board Meeting

Wednesday, March 4th, 2009

The Regular Meeting of the Elmer Borough Land Use Board was held on Wednesday, March 4th, 2009, at 7:30 p.m. in the Elmer Borough Hall.  

Secretary Dawn Williams read the Open Public Meetings Act Statement.

Present at the meeting were Leigh Bostwick, Chairman José Cardona, Jay DuBois, Denny Hardman, Linda Herrmann, Thomas Masters, Scott McDonald, Vice-chairman Robert Richards, Councilman Steven Schalick, Mayor Joseph Stemberger and Secretary Dawn Williams.  Blinn Bostwick and Fred Davis were absent.  Solicitor Kenneth Miller Jr. was also present.  
Jay DuBois announced that he would be abstaining from Application #09-2 (Nova Holdings LLC) due to a conflict of interest.  Jay DuBois lives next door to the property.

Solicitor Kenneth Miller Jr. led the Oath of Allegiance with Mayor Joseph Stemberger.  

Vice-chairman Robert Richards motioned and Scott McDonald seconded to adopt the Board Minutes from February 4th, 2009 as presented.  Denny Hardman abstained due to absence.  The motion was carried.  
Leigh Bostwick motioned and Secretary Dawn Williams seconded to adopt Resolution #09-3, memorializing the Final Site Plan and Variance Approval of Application #08-5 (South Jersey Hospital System-Physical Therapy Unit).  The motion was unanimously carried.

Chairman José Cardona introduced recently approved Minor Subdivision and Variance Application #09-1 on behalf of Applicant Randy Long.  Chairman José Cardona explained that the Board’s Engineer still has not been satisfied by the details of the plan.  Vice-chairman Robert Richards motioned and Denny Hardman seconded to postpone adoption of the resolution until the engineer is satisfied with the details of the final submission.  The motion was unanimously carried.

Attorney Mitchell Kizner introduced Sign Variance Application #09-2 on behalf of his client Nova Holdings LLC.  Joe Scarpa offered testimony.  A recent photograph of the construction was submitted for the file.  Jay DuBois (as a neighbor) commented that the proposed placement of the sign was a good location.  Secretary Dawn Williams motioned and Scott McDonald seconded to approve the application as presented.  Jay DuBois abstained from the vote due to a conflict of interest.  The motion was carried.

Secretary Dawn Williams commented that the current fee schedule needs updating, as most of the applicants last year were required to submit additional escrow fees to cover the cost of professional review.  Secretary Dawn Williams also noted that it would be helpful if the professionals submit a final bill in a timely fashion so as to expedite the approval process.  Chairman José Cardona commented that the fee schedule should be revised at this time.  Secretary Dawn Williams will create a proposal for Council, based on neighboring municipalities and their fees.
