Minutes of Board Meeting

Wednesday, November 4th, 2009

The Regular Meeting of the Elmer Borough Land Use Board was held on Wednesday, November 4th, 2009, at 7:30 p.m. in the Elmer Borough Hall.  

Secretary Dawn Williams read the Open Public Meetings Act Statement.

Present at the meeting were Chairman José Cardona, Jay DuBois, Denny Hardman, Linda Herrmann, Thomas Masters, Vice-chairman Robert Richards, Mayor Joseph Stemberger, and Secretary Dawn Williams.  Blinn Bostwick, Leigh Bostwick, Fred Davis, Scott McDonald, Councilman Steven Schalick were absent.  Solicitor Kenneth Miller Jr. was also present.  
Vice-chairman Robert Richards announced that he would abstain from voting on A Cheerful Giver’s resolution, as he resides within 200’ of the property.  No other conflicts of interest were announced.

Robert Richards motioned and Jay DuBois seconded to adopt the Board Minutes from October 7th, 2009 as presented.  The motion was unanimously carried.  
Secretary Dawn Williams motioned and Jay DuBois seconded to memorialize Resolution #09-6 (Application #09-4:  A Cheerful Giver) as presented.  Vice-chairman Robert Richards abstained from the vote.  The motion carried.
Mayor Joseph Stemberger introduced an up-coming application on behalf of Borough Council.  The Borough will be relocating the original train station from Kountry Kitchen (Pittsgrove Township) back to Centennial Park.  Solicitor Kenneth Miller summarized the procedures that the Land Use Board should follow, including a public hearing on the application. The public hearing has been scheduled for Wednesday, November 11th, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.  No action was taken.
Secretary Dawn Williams presented a calendar for 2010.  After a brief discussion, the Board agreed that they would continue to meet on the first Wednesday of each month at 7:30 p.m.  Secretary Dawn Williams will publish the meeting dates at the Borough Hall and in The Elmer Times newspaper.

The next Land Use Board meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, November 11th, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. in the Elmer Borough Hall.  This will be a special meeting in which the train station application will be heard.

At 7:50 p.m. Vice-chairman Robert Richards motioned and Denny Hardman seconded to adjourn the meeting. The motion was unanimously carried.
